The artwork for this year’s sticker 
was created by Shreveport artist and Academy Award winner William Joyce, who will also be in attendance at 
the unveiling.

“I know all Louisiana voters will enjoy receiving this beautiful sticker 
after making their voices heard in the upcoming election.”
